Athletic Policy
Smoking – In reference to the athlete, smoking is detrimental to your ability to perform, and therefore harms both you and your team. In addition, it is damaging to your personal health; therefore, smoking is not an acceptable activity for students who wish to represent Bonar Law Memorial School. If a student is reported for smoking on school property, at the venue of a school-supported activity, or while travelling to and from such an activity, the penalties are as follows:


First report – suspension from play of next game


Second report – suspension from play of next two games


Third report – to committee for further discipline


Committee – Two other coaches, administration, parent from the team.

If you are presently smoking and you want to quit, then you are encouraged to meet with our guidance counselor to begin a cessation program. 

Alcohol & Drug Use – The use of alcohol or drugs in a non-medical fashion at any school related activity will not be tolerated under any circumstances and will result in immediate dismissal from the program.

Students who are on in-school suspension or suspended from school for breaking school rules: 

First Report: student will be suspended from practice and games during school suspension.

Second Report: student will be suspended from all extracurricular activities until the season of the sport in which the student was enrolled has ended. 

If a student is removed from an activity or sport for any reason he/she will be ineligible to participate in any other activity during that season.  At the discretion of the committee, the student may be ineligible to participate in activities for the following season or for the remainder of the school year.    

Academic Focus:

Students who are not exhibiting good work ethic and are failing two or more subjects will be suspended from all extracurricular activity until the next reporting period.
