Green Screen

· Open Premiere Pro

· Import video by double clicking in the asset menu. (M:/Mrs Halas Moulton/Digital Tech2/rawgreenscreen)
· Drag the video into the time line.  Use the razor to slice and delete the video that you do not want. Make it as short at you can.
· File – Export – Movie – Settings – General – Microsoft DV AVI – OK – Save – M drive

· Open After Affects

· Double-Click on the asset menu to import your clip.

· Drag video clip into the composition window.

· Do to effects and preset menu on the right and search for keylight (or effect keying – keylight)
· Click on the eyedropper beside screen colour.

· Choose a medium green

· Beside View choose final result and go to screen matte. 

· Roll down screen matte

· Change clip black and clip right until you can get the best contrast and the person is white.

· Change back to final result
· Composition – Add to Render Queue

· Out put to (name it and choose where you want to save it)

· Out put Modules – Lossless click

· Format - Video for Windows – change to Quick time movie

· Format options – Choose PNG – Depth choose Millions of colours+ - OK
(Double check Channels = RGB + alpha and  Depth = Millions of Colours +) 

· Check mark Audio Output – 8 bit and mono –OK

· Click render

· Go back to Premiere

· Import new video into asset menu

· Drag to the SECOND VIDEO LAYER of the composition

· Import a background into the asset menu

· Drag background on to FIRST VIDEO LAYER 

· Done? File - export – Settings – File type = Quick time

· Video – Compressor – H.264 

· Quality = 80%

· Frame size = 360 x 240 - OK
