· Norah uses Bree as the devil’s advocate in this chapter.  How so?  Why is Bree a suitable choice for this role?

· On page 179, it states:  “For an instant…their eyes met.  It was a moment real only to the two of them…”  What is this reminiscent of?

· Find the example of irony in this chapter.  Quote the lines.

· What type of person has Norah grown into in the last 7 years?  Is she more like Kay Marshall now?  Why or why not?

· David lives with the constant fear that he’d failed his son somehow.  How could this be?

· David accepts Norah’s affair as being his fault.  Explain his rationale.

· David takes the photograph of Norah and Howard and hangs “the photograph of that moment to dry.  Unfinished, unfixed, the image wouldn’t last.” (pg. 204)  This is an extended metaphor for David’s life.  Explain.

· Paul faces guilt of his own.  Why?

·  Doro tells Caroline that she and Phoebe have saved her life.  What does she mean by this?

· What does Al want out of life?  How does this make you feel about his character?  

Give evidence from the text that Phoebe is stubborn and will fight for what she wants.   Do you think this personality trait is inherited, or influenced by her environment?
