- the new policy was set out to end discrimination.

Immigrants are divided into 3 classes:

1. Family Class: a close relative living in Canada can sponsor family members to move to Canada.

2. Humanitarian or refugee class: an immigrant fleeing danger in their homeland is allowed to enter Canada.

3. Independent class: applicants have to meet a points system to establish their move to Canada will be positive; points are given if they speak either French or English as well as their education, training and work experience.
