· Projects such as action movies or comedies are more likely to receive funding than a western or musical. 

· Films of the same type that share a common identity also share genre conventions, which appear film after film. 

· In mystery films, we can expect an investigation.

 In gangster films, we can expect to see a clash between the gangsters and the police.
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This genre generally includes extraterrestrial
beings or inhuman characters with

human characteristics, a scientist who is

or becomes the hero and unusual, unfamiliar
surroundings. These films usually appeal to
the audience's fascination with the future.

killing. Males dominate the cast, and filming is done all over
the world.

Merchandise is
associated with them and may lead to sitcoms.
