Personal Poetry Project


In class we have looked at a variety of different forms of poetry. For this project, you are going to be writing some of these types of poems. Be creative and put time and effort into your work. 
Project outline:
A. You will need to include 7 poems in your collection

1. A narrative poem – the poem tells a story. In order to have a decent plot, this poem should be at least 30 lines long. Remember, it doesn’t have to rhyme, and can even have a refrain.

2. 2 Epitaphs – feel free to use the ones you wrote in class. 
3. 2 Limerick – follow the proper rhyme scheme AABBA. 

4. Bio-poem – feel free to use the poem you wrote in class. Follow the outline in your notes. 

5. Found poem – this is a poem made from cut outs from newspapers, magazines, etc. It may take some time. Should be at least 5 lines long. 
B. Each poem will be written or typed on a plain white sheet of paper. 
C. Each poem will be accompanied with an illustration or design of some sort. Should be coloured. 
D. You will need a title page: include your name, class, date, period, and an illustration. Illustration should be coloured. 

How to get a perfect mark:

A. Poems – 45 points
a. Narrative poem – 10 points

b. 2 Epitaphs – 5 points

c. 2 Limericks – 10 points

d. Bio-poem – 10 points

e. Found poem – 10 points 

B. Neatness and effort  – 10 points

a. Poems are all on plain white paper, written neatly or typed. 

C. Coloured illustration/design with each poem – 15 points
a. Illustration/design is well done and shows effort and hard work.
D. Title page contains all required information and a coloured illustration – 5 points
