YOU are going to be a STAR!!!  (The star of a scene from Act III or IV “Macbeth”, that is!)

1. Take a look (below) at the chosen scenes from Acts III and IV.
2. Get into groups that coincide with the proper amount of characters for each scene.  

3. Your group will be responsible for acting out your scene(s) (either in modern English or from the original text).
4. Expectations:

a. Stay true to the plotline.

b. You are not responsible for memorizing every line, but please do not read it word for word, either.  (You may also use a cast member as an understudy, or prompter/stage hand.)
c. The more you put into your presentation=the better the mark you will receive.
d. The use of sound effects, props, costumes, etc. will only enhance your presentation.  *hint, hint*
e. Your group will need to hand in 5 questions about the scene.  These questions will need to be in-depth ones (ones that do not require simple yes/no answers.)  You must also include 2 significant quotes.  These questions will be marked, and then (if appropriate) distributed to the class for homework.  Your group will be the one to field the questions/answers/discussion the next day.

f. You need to be able to present the day your scene is due.  This is VERY important…Your absence/lack of “readiness” cannot upset the flow of the play.
