Assignment:

You will be writing TWO original poems.  

Poem #1  
· Can be written in any format you choose (bound or polyrhythmic verse)

· It can be about any topic you wish to write about.  (However, try to write about something you feel deeply about.)
· FRIDTM your poem on a separate sheet of paper.

Poem # 2

· Must be written as a sonnet (Shakespearean, Spenserian or Petrarchan) or as a ballad (with ballad stanza format)

· It must be about the subject of love, friendship, education, nature, a social issue, or a cry for social reform.

· Your poem must include an example of each of the following literary devices: onomatopoeia, allusion, metaphor, simile, personification, apostrophe & alliteration.
· FRIDTM your poem on a separate sheet of paper.

Both poems must be handed in on Friday, Feb. 18th (along with their analysis.)

You can choose which poem you will be presenting at the Poetry Slam.
 Slam Requirements:

· The presentation of your poem has a time limit of 45 seconds minimum. 
· You may present with a partner-- (For instance, if you are dueling/responding to each other’s poems.)  If the latter is the case, then your presentation will take at least 1 minute and 30 seconds.
· You must present your poem with emotion/enthusiasm.  

· Poems must be PG 13
