Your tasks:
First:  Get into groups of four. Each person chooses a number (1,2,3,or 4).  

a.  Discuss each of the questions within your group. 

b.  Label the TYPE of question being asked.  Is it analysis, application, evaluation or synthesis?  Be prepared to give the rationale behind your classification.

c. Answer the questions by coming to a consensus within your group.
