2.  Create a new webpage by copying and pasting the following text into a Notepad file:

2.  Save the file as Activity_3.HTML in your Graphic Arts 110 folder.
3.  Open your webpage with Internet Explorer by selecting File – Open – Browse.

4.  With your webpage open, select View and Source to make additions to your webpage.

5.  Type the following code into the body of your webpage:

<IMG SRC=”newbrunswick.jpg”>
6.  Save and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The webpage should appear as shown below.

7.  If you experience difficulty with inserting a graphic, check to make sure that it is saved in the same folder as your source file and that the image file name is typed correctly.  (File names are case sensitive.)
Exercise 2 – Resizing a Graphic

1.  From the View menu, select Source.
2.  Type the following code to add it to the body of your webpage as shown below:

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3.  Save and close your source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The images should appear as shown below:
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4.  When specifying the width and height in an IMG SRC tag, be sure to keep the same proportionality as the original so as not to distort the graphic. You can also resize and then save the resized image, using a program such as Photo Editor, to eliminate the need to specify the width and height in HTML code.  
Exercise 3 – Aligning a Graphic

1.  From the View menu, select Source.

2.  Delete all of the tags from the body of your source except the body background color tag.
