The choices given are possible topics for you to write on (some are “hot button” issues, some are personal essays, some are ethical issues.)You are responsible for responding to 5 entries.  Reaction pieces are due November Nov. 3rd.  Each entry should be approximately 250 words.  Familiar essay format.  (Remember…use your H.O.T.S!)
1.  Those who do not know the mistakes of history are condemned to repeat them. Discuss.

2.  Canadian troops do not belong in Afghanistan. Discuss.

3.  There should be mandatory military service for all Canadian citizens. Discuss.

4.  Action without thought is pointless; thought without action is impossible. Discuss.

5.  All post secondary education should be free, as long as you continue to pass. Discuss.

6.  If you know something is wrong, you are obligated to try to fix it. Discuss.
7.  Are you for or against inclusion in the classroom?

8.  If you could control all aspects of your future, would you want to? State your reasoning.
9.  The teenage years are supposed to be the “easiest” of your life (according to the “mythology” surrounding them.) What do you think?

11.  Education is supposed to prepare you for the future. In this day and age, is that possible? Explain.

12.  “There is more difference within the sexes than between them.” (-Dame Ivy Compton-Burnett)  With the rise in crimes against women, and the increase in attacks on women’s rights, do you think this statement holds true today?

13.  If you knew someone had a terminal illness, and didn’t know, would you tell them? Discuss.

14.  If there were tests available to assess the risk of developing Alzheimer’s disease, yet no known cure, would you take the test or not? Explain.

15.  Methadone clinics are a treatment that should be funded by our health care system.  
16.  Drug testing should be mandatory for individuals seeking unemployment insurance.
