MACBETH project & presentation
1.  Diorama of one of the following:

a. the heath/incantation scene
b. Macbeth's castle

c. the royal castle

d. the banquet room

e. Lady Macbeth's chamber
Hand in a detailed description of your diorama (approx. 1 page)
2.  A soundtrack for the play

a. there must be at least ten examples of music-at least two for each act

b. you must provide an explanation of why you feel each particular piece fits the act and scene you have chosen(approx. 1-2 paragraphs per song)
c. you will submit the music, printed lyrics, and the written rationale after you present to the class.
3. Re-write a scene 

Write a two-page scene based on a section of “Macbeth,” but set somewhere else, like an urban ghetto or a mental ward. Be true to the plot, but make sure the characters fit the setting. Include at least 5 underlined vocabulary words, and show foreshadowing or irony.  Act it out or make a video.
4. Board Game 

Create a board game for Macbeth. Involve as many characters, places, events and images as you can. Write a set of rules and create game pieces.

5. Story Board

Create a story board (using bristleboard) with at least ten detailed images that tell the story of “Macbeth.” Include captions for the images in a word document.

6. News broadcast/radio broadcast
Create a news broadcast including at least 5 major and 5 minor events in the play.  The news report may be video-recorded, or animated. The “report” must be written and handed in, too.
7. A topic of your choice--to be approved by me.
***All projects are due ________________.  Names will be drawn out of a hat to see who goes in what order.  Failure to be prepared will result in loss of points.  
***You may choose to work alone, or in groups of three.  If your group has more than two people in it, you need to beef-up your project.  EVERYONE needs to present—you need to be able to speak well in front of the class and link your project to the play.
