Webpage Design Activity 2
Exercise 1 – Headings
1.  Open the webpage notepad file created in the last activity. Open Act 1-3.html as a notepad.
2.  Copy and paste the following tags into your source as shown:


<H1> Headline Size 1 </H1>


<H2> Headline Size 2 </H2>


<H3> Headline Size 3 </H3>

<H4> Headline Size 4 </H4>


<H5> Headline Size 5 </H5>


<H6> Headline Size 6 </H6>
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3.  Save as Act 2-1.html and close the source file.  Open your webpage using the browser.  The headings should appear as shown below.  Note that a blank line is inserted before and after the headings.
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Exercise 2 – Aligning the Headings

1.  Open Act 2-1.html as a notepad.
2.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown:

<H1 align=left> Headline Size 1 – Left aligned </H1>
<H1 align=center> Headline Size 1 – Center aligned </H1>

<H1 align=right> Headline Size 1 – Right aligned </H1>

<H1 align=justify> Headline Size 1 – Justify means that the headline is aligned on both the left and right sides of the webpage.  HTML adjusts the spacing between words in the headline to align it on both sides.  This type of alignment is most commonly seen in newspaper and magazine columns.</H1>
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3.  Save as Act 2-2.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The headings should appear as shown below.  
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Exercise 3 – Formatting the Text Style

1.  Open Act 2-2.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

3.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown:

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Exercise 4 – Line Breaks

1.  Open Act 2-3.html as a notepad.  

2.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown.  (The new tags for line breaks are shown below in bold.)

<H2 align=center>Line Breaks</H2>

<P> This tag makes text <B> bold</B>. <BR>
This tag <U> underlines</U> text. <BR>
This tag makes text <I> italicized</I>. Note that paragraph tags are also used. </P>
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3.  Save as Act 2-4.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The text should appear with line breaks between the sentences as shown below:  
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Exercise 5 – Aligning Paragraphs
1.  Open Act 2-4.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

3.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown.  (The new tags for paragraph alignment are shown below in bold.)

<H2 align=center>Paragraph Alignment</H2>

<P align=center> This tag makes text <B> bold</B>. <BR>
This tag <U> underlines</U> text. <BR>
This tag makes text <I> italicized</I>. Note that the paragraph is aligned in the center of the page. </P>
<P align=right> This tag makes text <B> bold</B>. <BR>
This tag <U> underlines</U> text. <BR>
This tag makes text <I> italicized</I>. Note that the paragraph is aligned along the right side of the page. </P>
<P align=left> This tag makes text <B> bold</B>. <BR>
This tag <U> underlines</U> text. <BR>
This tag makes text <I> italicized</I>. Note that the paragraph is aligned along the left side of the page.  If an alignment is not specified, this is the default setting since it is the one  most commonly used. </P>
<P align=justify> This tag makes text <B> bold</B>. 
This tag <U> underlines</U> text. 
This tag makes text <I> italicized</I>. Note that the line breaks have been removed and that the paragraph is aligned on both the left and right sides of the page.  The alignment is justified on both sides. You should also note that the paragraph tag automatically inserts a  blank line  between paragraphs.  </P>
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4.  Save as Act 2-5.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The text should appear on the page in paragraphs with the specified alignments as shown below:  
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Exercise 6 – Formatting the Font Size

1.  Open Act 2-5.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

3.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown:

<H2 align=center>Formatting the Font Size</H2>

<P align=center>

This is font size<font size=+5> plus five. </font><BR>

This is font size<font size=+4> plus four. </font><BR>

This is font size<font size=+3> plus three. </font><BR>

This is font size<font size=+2> plus two. </font><BR>

This is font size <font size=+1>plus one. </font><BR>

This is the default font size. <BR>

You can also use changes in font size to customize the style of your webpage. <BR>

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4.  Save as Act 2-6.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The text should appear on the page in the different specified sizes as shown below:  
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Exercise 7 – Formatting the Font Color

1.  Open Act 2-6.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

3.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown:

This font is <font color=00FF00>green</font>. <BR>
This font is <font color=FF0000>red</font>. <BR>

This font is <font color=FFFFFF>white</font>. <BR>

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4.  Save as Act 2-7.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The text should appear on the page in the different specified colors as shown below:

Exercise 8 – Formatting the Font Face

1.  Open Act 2-7.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

<font face=Courier New>This font is Courier New. </font> <BR>

<font face=Script>This font is Script. </font> <BR>

<font face=Century Gothic>This font is Century Gothic. </font>

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4.  Save as Act 2-8.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The text should appear on the page in the different specified font faces as shown below.  Some browsers do not support various font faces.  You may have to experiment with font faces other than those shown in the above examples.
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Exercise 9 – Putting It Together 

1.  Open Act 2-8.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

3.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown:

This text is formatted in <font face=Script size=+3 color=5959AB>rich blue Script in a plus two size, with one word in <B>bold</B> face, one word <U>underlined</U> and one word with <B><U>both</B></U></font>. The text is now returned to the default state. <BR>

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4.  Save as Act 2-9.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The text should appear on the page in the different specified font faces, colors, sizes and styles as shown below.  
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Exercise 10 – Unordered Lists

1.  Open Act 2-9.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

3.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown:

<H2 align=center>Unordered Lists</H2>

<P align=left>

An unordered list uses bullets to indicate the start of each item in the list.  When you create an unordered list, the items are automatically indented for you. Look closely at the following source code example to determine where to insert the tags. <BR>

My favorite vegetables are:

<UL> <LI>carrots</LI>

<LI>turnips</LI>

<LI>broccoli</LI>

<LI>potatoes</LI>  </UL> 

You should note that a line break is automatically inserted before and after the group of listed items.

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4.  Save as Act 2-10.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The text should appear on the page with a bulleted list as shown below.  
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Exercise 11 – Ordered Lists

1.  Open Act 2-10.html as a notepad.  

2.  Delete all of the text contained in the body of your webpage.

3.  Copy and paste the following text into your source file as shown:

<H2 align=center>Ordered Lists</H2>

<P align=left>

An ordered list uses numbers to indicate the start of each item in the list as shown below.<BR><BR>

Why I like vegetables:

<OL> <LI>They taste great.</LI>

<LI>They are a healthy eating choice.</LI>

<LI>They are available in pretty colors.</LI>

<LI>They don’t scream when you stick a fork in them!</LI>  </OL> 

Again, a line break is automatically inserted before and after the group of numbered items.
