5.  Save as Act 4-1.html and close the source file.  Refresh your webpage.  The webpage should appear as shown below and the link should take you to the referenced website.

1.  Copy this graphic to your Webpage Design folder.  Save it as nb link. 

2.  Open Act 4-1.html as a notepad.
3.  Add the following code to the body of your webpage as shown below:
