Stop motion
Some points to consider

1. Camera needs to be set to the lowest picture setting (Function small picture setting)

2. Turn off flash (or you will have a strobe light effect) – Shoot in a well lit area

3. Use a TRIPOD (you can recreate camera movements but do it using a tripod)

4. Consider creating emotion without dialogue.  Think of facial expressions, etc.

5. Walking is VERY challenging – better choices – short/no legs like lego

To add pictures:
1. Import your pictures from the camera to the E drive.

2. Open Premiere Pro and save to E drive.

3. Click Edit – Preferences – General 

4. Set Still Image Default to 5 or 6 frames

5. Click default scale to frame size.

6. Import all pictures.

7. Select all the pictures and drag to the timeline.

8. Play. 

9. To remove a picture click shift + delete (or right click and click Ripple delete)

To add audio

1. Import sounds

2. Drag  to the timeline and place at the right spot

3. Use the razor to cut and delete the parts that you don’t like.

To add titles (either on clip or on their own):

1. Title – New Title – Choose crawling →, rolling ↑ or still.

2. Type in your text, play with settings at the bottom, size, colour, ….

3. X out of that pop-up window.

4. You will now see the title in your asset menu, it will not be in your timeline.

5. Drag it to an empty video layer.  Place it where you want.  Drag out or shorten the length by pulling on the arrows.
