Syllabus:
Unit 1 – Physical Science – Chemical Processes

Periodic table of elements; characteristics of elements; reactions of elements; chemical equations; acids and bases.

Unit 2 – Physical Science – Motion

Measuring and calculating; relationships between distance, speed, acceleration and time; graphing.


Unit 3 – Life Science – Sustaining Ecosystems

Endangered species; ecology; nutrient cycles; soil formation and effects; aquatic life.


Unit 4 – Earth Science – Weather Dynamics

The energy balance; ocean currents; weather phenomena; extreme weather events; weather forecasting.
