Science 10 Course Outline

The Grade 10 Science Course is one Semester consisting of 2 Units (Chemical Processes and Motion).

Unit 1: Chemical Process

Here, students will describe chemical reactions and the symbolic systems used to describe them.  We will investigate types of reactions and the factors that control their rates.  Students will also develop an awareness of societal issues related to chemical compounds and their reactions.  

Unit 2:  Motion
In this unit students will understand the different forms of straight-line motion including their algebraic descriptions.  They will design and conduct investigations of uniform and accelerated motion.  We will also analyze motion and its effects in everyday phenomena and technologies.
