DRESS CODE_______________________________  

Given that knowledge of appropriate attire is a critical life skill and that the school is essentially their workplace, students will be expected to adhere to a workplace dress policy. Please be mindful that your clothing keeps your private parts private (  

· A student may not attend classes wearing the following:
- apparel with profanity or suggestive words or images,

- apparel that is discriminatory in anyway,

- transparent tops unless worn over another top,

- no pajamas or slippers
*Note that hoods cannot be worn during class time.

While school personnel have the responsibility of maintaining an appropriate dress code, parents have the responsibility of seeing that students are properly attired for school.  Students who contravene the dress code will be asked to change.  In some cases, parents may be called to bring suitable clothing to school.  Persistent inappropriate dressing will be dealt with as a discipline infraction.

SMOKE FREE ENVIRONMENT____________
All schools in Anglophone North School District are smoke-free.  No tobacco or tobacco products (VAPES) or marijuana are to be evident or in use anywhere on school property at any time. Students who choose to disregard this policy will be suspended. Subsequent offenses will receive more drastic consequences.  

GENERAL RULES ____________________

1.
No alcoholic beverage or non-prescribed drugs are permitted on school property.  Breaking this rule will result in suspension from school.  Students under the influence of drugs or alcohol will be suspended.

2.
Student vehicle parking – licensed students are permitted to park their vehicles in the parking lot beside the gym.  To maintain this privilege, students must obey Department of Transportation driving regulations and must not be found in their vehicles during class time.  No student should be in a parked vehicle during school hours.

3.
During noon breaks students are to remain in the following areas:  cafeteria, lobby, library, or outside.  End stairwells are off limits at all times during lunch.  The second floor is also off limits except by appointment.

4.
Harassment or intimidation of any kind will not be tolerated.  Students who persist in harassing or intimidating will face long-term suspension from school.

5.
Students involved in a fight will be suspended and may be subject to criminal charges.  Students who encourage fights will also be suspended.

6.
Students are expected to be in class prepared and on time.

7.
Inappropriate displays of romantic affection are not permitted in school.

8.
Students are to pick up books and materials from their lockers during travel time, NOT during class time. Bathroom breaks must also happen during travel time when possible.
9.
Students may not sign themselves out of school during the school day.  A parent or guardian must come into the school to sign students out.
10.
Students are not to deface school property.  Writing or drawing on textbooks, lockers, or walls is not acceptable.

11.
Any student who displays a history of an inability to cooperate in following classroom or school rules will be automatically referred to the Director of Education.
12.
Students are not permitted upstairs prior to 8:30 a.m. or during lunch break unless students have made arrangements with a teacher.  

13.
Cellphone are not used in the classroom. Photos and videos are not to be taken except by authorization of a staff member.
If a cellphone is confiscated we reserve the right to hold the phone until the end of the school day, or for multiple offences, hold the phone over night or until the parent comes to retrieve it.
14.
Students taking part in any student council sponsored activity must purchase a student card.  Student fees are as follows:

- $35.00 per student

- $55.00 for two or more students
15.
Student fees must be paid prior to sports tryouts.  Sports fees are to be paid prior to receiving a uniform for the sport. 

16.
Students are not to share lockers.  Their homeroom teacher will assign students a locker at the beginning of each year.  The lockers are the property of the school and may be searched at any time.  The contents of a locker are the responsibility of the student.  Coats, hats, and book bags are to remain in the locker.

17.
Locks must be purchased from the school except for grade 9 who will receive one as part of their student fees.  Lockers are to be locked at all times. Replacement locks can be purchased at the school.

18.
Students must behave appropriately on the bus and follow instructions given by the driver.

19.
Students wishing to run for elected positions on Student Council must be a positive role model and display leadership qualities.
20.
Students may leave school property providing they are back before classes begin.  Students may lose this privilege as a result of inappropriate behavior.
21.
All assigned materials (textbooks, etc.) must be returned to the school at the end of each course.  Missing or damaged books must be paid for.
